We are committed to protecting your privacy. This Privacy Policy applies to the web site at

and usage by HoopSource. For the purposes of this Privacy Policy, unless otherwise noted, all references
to we, us, our, refer to HoopSource Basketball, LLC and include www.hoopsourcebasketball.com. By
using the site, you consent to the data practices described in this statement.

1. Purpose

This Privacy Policy is intended to let you know (1) what kinds of personal information we may gather
during your visit to the Site, (2) why we gather your information, (3) what we use your personal
information for, (4) when we might disclose your personal information, and (5) how you can manage
your personal information.

Please be advised that the practices described in this Privacy Policy apply only to information we gather
on our Site. They do not apply to information that you provide to third party sites, to other third parties
with links on our Site, or to vendors, sponsors, partners, affiliates or social networking sites such as
Facebook, YouTube, and Twitter.

3. Information We May Collect
Except as disclosed below, we do not sell, rent, lease, give away or barter your personal information.

(a) Personal Information. Use of certain features of the Site, like registering a team in an event, signing
up to receive a newsletter, or responding to one of our website polls may require that you provide
certain personally identifiable information, in other words, information that identifies or describes you,
such as your name, email address, telephone numbers, address, zip code, age, and gender (personal
information). Please keep in mind that if you directly disclose personally identifiable information or
personally sensitive data through other channels to which our Site may direct you, such as Twitter,
Facebook, or public message boards, this information may be collected and used by others.

We may also use
cookies to monitor traffic, improve the Site and make it easier and/or more relevant for your use. You
may occasionally get cookies from companies with links on our Site. We do not control these cookies,
and these cookies are not subject to our Privacy Policy.

You have the ability to accept or decline cookies. Most web browsers automatically accept cookies, but,
if you prefer, you can usually modify your browser setting to decline cookies. For more information on
cookies and how to disable them, you can consult the information provided by the Interactive
Advertising Bureau at www.allaboutcookies.org.

(d) Google Analytics. We use Google Analytics on our Site. Google Analytics is a web analytics service
provided by Google. Google Analytics uses cookies to collect anonymous traffic data to help us analyze
how users use the Site. The information generated by a cookie about your use of the Site (including your
IP address) will be transmitted to and stored by Google on servers in the United States. Google will use
this information for the purpose of evaluating your use of the Site, compiling reports on Site activity for
us and providing other services relating to Site activity and internet usage.

Google may also transfer this information to third parties where required to do so by law, or where such
third parties process the information on Google's behalf. By using the Site, you consent to the
processing of data about you by Google in the manner and for the purposes described in this Privacy
Policy.

(e) No Information Collected From Children. If we discover that anyone under the age of 18 has
provided us with personal information, we will promptly delete that child's information from the Site.

5. How We May Use Your Information

Except as disclosed in this Privacy Policy, we do not use or disclose information about your individual
visits to our Site or your personal information collected online to any parties, other than those with
whom we partner or are affiliated, without your consent.

(a) In General. We use your personal information to communicate with you about your interest in our
company, to deliver services that you have requested, to help us improve your experience on the Site
and in some cases to promote our events or to inform visitors to our Site about the people who
participate in our events. We may also use your information to prevent or detect abuses of our Terms of
Use and to enable third parties to carry out technical or other functions on our behalf. HoopSource may
also use your personal information to inform you of other products or services available from
HoopSource. HoopSource may also contact you via surveys to conduct research about your opinion of
current services or of potential new services that may be offered.

(b) Your Submissions. By giving us your personal information either through our Site or by email, you
expressly consent to our collection, use and disclosure of your personal information as described in this
Privacy Policy.



(c) Use of Anonymous Information. We may use anonymous information to help us determine how
people use parts of the Site and who our users are so we can improve our Site.

8. Governing Law

Our Site is published in the United States and governed by U.S. laws and regulations. If you are located
within the European Union, you should be aware that your personal information will be transferred to
the United States of America, the laws of which may be deemed by the European Union to have
inadequate data protection.
